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Welfare Reform Act & Disable Person’s Trust

On the 8th March 2012 the Welfare Reform Act received Royal Assent.
As many of you know the Act aims to simplify the welfare system by replacing existing benefits such as Disability Living Allowance, with a single universal system, called a Personal Independence Payment (PIP). This will take effect from 2013.
There are many concerns about the Act and the impact it will have on day to day living, but an aspect we wish to highlight is that with the replacement of Disability Living Allowance, this could have an impact on Disabled Person’s Trusts previously set up to safeguard funds for the future of a disabled relative. 
Not all the information has filtered through from the Government yet, so parents and carers who have set up a Disabled Person’s Trust do not need to do anything right away. When we have further information we will update you via our website. 
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
